Dear Prof. Geoffrey Fox,

This is with reference to your proposal on, “Earthquakes, Tsunamis, and the International Solid Earth Research Virtual Observatory”, which is being submitted to NSF’s Partnerships for International Research and Education program. 

C-DAC in the Garuda Grid project has planned to design, build and deploy a distributed computing capability across select centres in the country over an ultra-high speed network. The capability will subsequently lead to facilities based on terascale clusters, a few hundred terabytes of storage archives, a 10 Gbps network and data management software and Grid computing technologies. The connectivity will enable sharing of data, algorithms, and research outputs in real time. The focus will be on developing application software through the establishment of a Grid Strategic User Group that will drive the usage of the Grid by multiple users across the country. It is also planned to develop critical capabilities using technologies that are important to the socio-economic growth through a visionary role and proactive support from the government and involvement of educational and research institutes at a national level.

Considering that your proposal addresses critical research on issues of societal importance relevant to the Indian context, C-DAC would like to collaborate with you on developing an iSERVO framework that is compatible with the Cyberinfrastructure (e-infrastructure) being developed by many large Grid projects.  Also, C-DAC would like to host the iSERVO Grid nodes in India and participate in the development of simulation codes.  We hope that the Grid community will benefit from this experience as the project directly benefits international scientific research and disaster response.

Again, the education and outreach part of your proposal is also very interesting and important and we anticipate participating in the new curricula and its delivery using Access Grid style collaboration infrastructure.
