Increasing International Awareness at University of California, Davis
UCD PI Rundle is also formally a member of the research group chaired by Professor Mitsuhiro Matsu'ura of the University of Tokyo for computational work on the Earth Simulator of Japan, one of the 3 most powerful computers in the world.  Rundle will organize and lead US students and researchers in mini-workshops in Japan that will use the Earth Simulator for computations of Virtual California and Virtual Japan, two major earthquake simulation codes under development for earthquake forecasting and prediction.  Rundle is also a member of the Science Board for AcCESS, a computational Earth Science initiative under the direction of Professor Peter Mora of the University of Queensland, Australia (http://www.access.edu.au/frames.htm).  Rundle will lead and organize similar groups to the AcCESS site in Brisbane, to work directly with the Australians in the development of their earthquake simulation codes on their SGI Altix supercomputer, which has the same architecture as the NASA Ames Columbia machine on which runs Virtual California.
