GOC Results from Previous NSF Funding

iVDGL iGOC: The Indiana University iGOC (International Grid Operations Center) is a participant in the International Virtual Data Grid Laboratory project (NSF # 0122557). Among other objectives, iVDGL sought to establish a prototype computation grid (Grid3) by deploying and seeking contributions of computing resources, to develop and harden the packaging of grid middleware and monitoring, and to develop a support structure – a grid operations center (iGOC). Grid3 was the first multi virtual-organization grid shared across U.S. laboratories and universities to run applications from a variety of scientific disciplines, and iGOC the first such grid operations center. Athough described as a prototype and testbed, now with over 30 sites and 3000 processors Grid3 is operated as a production grid and supports the missions of data intensive experiments such as US-Atlas, US-CMS, LIGO, SDSS, BTeV, and others. The iGOC supports Grid3 by deploying, maintaining, and operating the grid as a NOC would manage a network – providing a single point of operations for configuration, monitoring of status and usage (current and historical), problem management, support for users, developers and systems administrators, provision of grid services, security incident response, and maintenance of the information repository.
